• 828 million people do not have enough food to eat. 785 million people do not have access to safe drinking water.  
By increasing our capacity on multiple strategic levels, we will multiply our impact locally, domestically, and worldwide. 
Go To Nations missionaries are transforming communities through education and literacy programs and by providing economic 
empowerment for thousands of families–lifting them from poverty and providing training for sustainable development. Over the past  
eight years, 1,265,984 at-risk children and youth have been ministered to through our missionaries.  
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
